USACE & IDEM
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IDEM regulates the placement of dredged or fill
material into Waters of the U.S. and nemempt
Waters of the State

A All Waters of the U.S. are Waters of the State

A Isolated Wetlandsare Waters of the State but are
not Waters of the U.S.

A A State Requlated Wetlanis$ defined by state law
as an isolated wetland located in Indiana that is nc
an exempt isolated wetland.
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A Typical regulated projects:

I Pipe or culvert placement/replacement in
streams

I Streambank armoring (including riprap) for
bank stabilization or stormwater outfalls

| Stream relocations or stream piping
I Wetland fill

Dirt, rock, sand, gravel, riprap, etc.

A Pipes and culvert structures (new and
replacement structures)

A Dirt or rock placed into an old stream channel if
the stream Is relocated

A Mechanized land clearing in wetlands
(bulldozing) involving removal of stumps

A Sidecasting of dredged material into wetlands
A Damming up streams/pump arounds
A Bank stabilization (streams and lakeshores)
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A IDEM evaluates all aspects of a proposed
project to determine if there will be
detrimental effects to water quality
