Hamilton County commissioners declare September 6th thru Sept 12th as water quality awareness week
On August 10th, 2009the Hamilton County Commissioners proclaimed September 6-12th, 2009 Water Quality Awareness week in Hamilton County. Along with other cities and towns in Hamilton County this proclamation is intended to heighten awareness of storm water runoff pollution issues. The County's proclamation and the designation of September 6-12th, 2009 as Storm Water Awareness Week has been coordinated with the cities of Carmel, Noblesville, and Westfield and the Towns of Fishers and Cicero, whose respective Councils are anticipated adopting similar proclamations declaring September 6-12th, 2009 as Water Quality Awareness Week.

In recent years, pollutants in storm water runoff - pesticides, fertilizers, oils, grease and eroded soils - have been identified as the single largest source of surface water contamination in the nation's waterways. Pursuant to the Federal Clean Water Act, Hamilton County is required to implement a Storm Water Management Program to control polluted storm water runoff in the unincorporated urbanized areas of the County. A key component of the County's Storm Water Management Program is public education and outreach.
